Christ Jesus Delivers Us from Sin, Death and the Devil 
Those who teach the Word of God “will be judged with greater strictness” 
(James 3:1) because it is by the Word that saving faith is obtained, 
whereas false doctrine always threatens to destroy Christian faith and 
life. The tongue “boasts of great things,” whether for good or evil (James 

3:5). But anyone who bridles his tongue with the Word of God, who “does 
not stumble in what he says, he is a perfect man” (James 3:2).

Our Father Cares for His Children with the Gospel of His Son 
God “opposes the proud” with His Law, in order to humble them unto 
repentance; He “gives grace to the humble,” in order to exalt them by His 
Gospel of forgiveness (James 4:6–10). This true “wisdom from above” is 
found in the gentleness, mercy and peace of our Lord, Jesus Christ, who
